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Successful Second Synod 

Delegates and observers from through-

out the Anglican Diocese of the South 

gathered on November 5 for its second 

annual synod. 
 

The day began with a festive Eucharist and the or-
dination of four new deacons (photo at right).  The 
gathering then welcomed seven new congregations 
into our fellowship.  Six have joined as full mem-
bers since our last Synod:  Christ the Redeemer, 
Conyers, GA; Holy Apostles, Elizabethtown, KY; 
St. Andrewõs, Versailles, KY; St. Stephen the Mar-
tyr, Oakland, ME; St. Stephenõs, Tullahoma, TN 
and St. Michaelõs, Pulaski, TN.  The seventh, The 

Church at Vinings, Atlanta, GA, has joined as a 
partner. 
 

Two parishes have also changed their status from 
partner to full member since last year: St. Patrickõs, 
Smyrna, TN and The Church of the Advent, At-
lanta, GA.  The Diocese now consists of 24 mem-
ber churches and 8 partners. 

 

This yearõs Synod had more of the feel of a retreat 
than a business meeting as attendees were treated 

to three different teachings on evangelism.  Bishop 
Foley spoke first on òEveryoneõs Mission.ó  He was 
followed by Dr. Ken Boa of Christ Church, Atlanta, 
who spoke on the philosophy of evangelism, its con-
text and priority, and overcoming common barriers.  
Finally, Justin Kron spoke on the importance of evan-
gelizing our Jewish brothers and sisters.  For more in-
formation from our speakers, you may go to:

During the meeting, the delegates approved a 
$170,000 budget for 2012, which was more than dou-
ble 2011õs budget.  Elections were also held for various 
positions of leadership in the Diocese (see p. 2 for re-
sults). 
 

Exhibitors from 14 different ministries were present to 
encourage parishes of the Diocese to further their ef-
forts in outreach, mission and evangelism.  A CD was 
also shared with all delegates containing resources to 
help their parishes with various aspects of the work of 
ministry.
